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Analytical Study of The Flora of Tereghlat
Reign, Municipality, Tarhuna- Libya

Abstract:

An intensive study was conducted for the flora of Tereghlat region at Municipality of Tarhuna-
Libya in between 2008-2009. In this study 80 taxa, representing 69 genera, 30 families, and 80
species. The results of this study show dominancy of the family Astraceae with 21 species and
percentage of 26.25%, followed by the family Poaceae with 10 species and percentage of
12.5%, the family Fabaceae with the number of 8 species and percentage of 10.0%, and the
family Brassiceae with 4 species and percentage of 5.0%. An enumeration of families and
species was also included. Citation, synonyms, distribution, and flowering period are also giv-
ing per each species included in this study. In addition to that some species were followed with
chromosome number which was originally taken from references. Through the application of
Raunkiaer Classification, the flora in the studied region was divided into annual grasses, per-
manent grasses, shrubs and trees. As for the drought degree in the studied area, the De Mart-
tonne Index was used to measure the aridity level. The results of the Index showed that the
studied area is classified as one of the driest places due to the shortage and fluctuation rainfall,
and high temperature degrees. Moreover, over grazing and tree cutting had a great effect on
the deterioration of the vegetation cover. Furthermore, the study revealed that some of the
plants have the ability to resist drought, and high degrees of temperatures in the summer and
cold during the winter. Whereas, some species are palatable for grazing animals while others
are unpalatable or have less palatability.
